GILLIG wishes to respectfully point out that ISO 9001 is a program to document procedures and that it actually does not address acceptable/unacceptable quality levels -- only procedures. GILLIG believes that quality and customer satisfaction cannot be achieved through documentation and paperwork alone.  What is required is the proper commitment, the right attitude and the appropriate experience.  We know that paperwork cannot substitute for these human motivations.
